Like many organizations in this time of 

recession, Delta Pi Epsilon is looking at 

ways to be more fiscally responsible 

while continuing to provide a quality 

service to its membership.  As member-

ship has declined in recent years, the 

national DPE leadership team has brain-

stormed and researched many ideas for 

how to best solve this growing concern.  

After much thought and deliberation, the 

current proposal is to affiliate DPE with 

the National Business Education Asso-

ciation.  If approved, DPE would fall 

under the umbrella of NBEA in much the 

same manner that ISBE does currently.  

DPE would still be its own entity, but 

some of the administrative duties at the 

national level could be facilitated more 

efficiently in this manner.  The intent is 

to reduce some of the overhead costs for 

managing the organization while still 

providing the same benefits to the mem-

bership.  In doing so, it is hoped that the 

annual dues could reflect some of this 

cost savings and therefore, encourage 

more members to join and also to renew 

membership.  The leadership team of 

DPE met recently at the NBEA Conven-

tion in Chicago.  Feedback from the na-

tional leadership team regarding this af-

filiation with NBEA mirrored the posi-

I had the opportunity and honor to repre-

sent Nebraska at the recent ACTE Re-

gion V Conference as the ACTEN Presi-

dent Elect.  The conference took place 

April 15-18 in Blaine, Washington, ap-

proximately two hours north of Seattle. 

 

The conference entailed a series of key-

note speakers and breakout sessions that 

matched multiple interests and career 

fields.  Randy Dorn, Washington State 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 

spoke at the opening general session.  

Dorn is a strong advocate for Career and 

Technical Education leading education 

initiatives across all curricular areas for 

the entire state of Washington.  In the 

State of Washington, this is an elected 

position, rather than an appointed posi-

tion as it is in Nebraska. 

 

During the second day of the conference, 

Jan Bray, ACTE Executive Director 

spoke to the entire assembly.  The focus 

of her presentation was on retooling 

America through Career Education to 

bring about faster economic recovery.  

According to Bray, CTE teachers and 

administrators will be allowed to play a 

strong role in economic recovery.  Jan 

also discussed in her presentations 

throughout the day that professional or-

ganizations should make decisions based 

on data, as she stressed to ACTEN mem-

bers in her more recent trip to Nebraska 

at last yearôs NCE Conference.
